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Abstract

This article considers Siberian hereditary officials in the staff of the local
administrative apparatus from the 19th to the early 20th century (Russian Empire).
Russian and foreign literature examined related issues about the supreme
administration of Siberia. We analyzed new archival data about 80high-level civilian
officials (86 per cent of the total staffing)which served in the Yenisei province from
1822 to the 1917. The main topic was their class and social origin. In this research
work we found that involving hereditary bureaucracy in the state local administration
was a positive process because it solved the officials' deficit of participation there in
Siberia. In the first, hight officials (governors, heads of departments, etc.) were
hereditary officials, which was heirs of the fathers' profession. Secondly, the children
of the officials filled up the cadres of the most senior positions — the governors, the
chairmen of the provincial government, the state chamber and the provincial court.
Thirdly, the highest clerks have been half-closed by hereditary officials since 1823.
The bourgeoisie did not oust the children of officials until the end of the 19th century,
because the inhabitants of Siberia did not receive access to high-level education. The
hereditary bureaucracy had higher positions in the management of local government

until the 20th century. They had a sufficient level of work ethic. Consequently, the
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Russian state has not changed the process of replenishing bureaucratic personnel. The
Yenisei Province remained a stable region in the system of government.
